The Institute was established in 1975 as National Institute for Prosthetic and Orthotic
Training (NIPOT), an adjunct unit of Artificial Limbs Manufacturing Corporation of
India (ALIMCO), Kanpur to give a thrust on community based Rehabilitation and
Human Resource Development. It was made an Autonomous Institute under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 under the aegis of Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment in February 1984. Its name was changed from NIPOT to NIRTAR
(1984) and subsequently to SVNIRTAR in (2004).

CHAPTER 2
RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES (RPWD) ACT-2016

Introduction

This phenomenon of Disability (Divyang) is an indispensible part of the human
experience and cannot be separated from the social milieu where it is produced. It
cannot exist outside the periphery of social structure. Of course conceptions regarding
disability have undergone changes from time to time, from place-to -place and from
person to person. The collective struggle of people with Disabilities and the support of
non-disabled friends, policymakers and professionals led to the passage of Persons with
Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and full Participation) Act-in
December1995. Rights of Persons with Disabilities(RPWD- Act-2016 already replace
the existing PwD Act-1995,which was enacted 21 years back.

2.1.1 Salient features of the Act:

The types of Disability have been increased from existing 7 to 21 and the central

Government will have the power to add more types of Disabilities.

The 21 Disabilities are :

1. Blindness

2. Lowvision

3. Leprosy cured persons

4. Hearing impairment (deaf and hard of hearing)

5. Locomotors Disability

6. Dwarfism

7. Intellectual Disability

8. Mental illness

9. Autism spectrum Disorder

10. Cerebral Palsy

11. Muscular Dystrophy

12. Chronic Neurological conditions

13. Specific Learning Disabilities

14. Multiple Sclerosis

15. Speech and Language Disability

16. Thalassemia

17. Hemophilia

18. Sickle cell disease

19. Multiple Disabilities including deaf blindness

20. Acid Attack Victim

21. Parkinson's disease

The Government has been authorized to notify any other category of disability:

1. Responsibility has been cast upon the appropriate Governments to take effective
measures to ensure that the PwD enjoy their rights equally with others.

2. Additional benefits such as reservation in higher education, Government jobs,
reservation in allocation of land, poverty alleviation schemes etc. have been
provided for persons with bench mark Disabilities and those With high support

Every child with benchmark disability between the age group of 6 and 18 years
shall have the right to free education.

Government funded educational institutions as well as the government recognized
institutions will have to provide inclusive education to the children with
disabilities.

For strengthening the Prime Minister's Accessible India Campaign, stress has
been given to ensure accessibility in public buildings (both Government and
Private) in a prescribed time-frame.

Reservation in vacancies in Government establishments has been increased from
3% to 4% for certain persons or class of persons with benchmark disability.

The Bill provides for grant of guardianship by District Court under which there
will be joint decision making between the guardian and the persons with
disabilities.

Board based Central & State Advisory Boards on Disability are to be set up to serve
as apex policy making bodies at the central and state level.

Office of Chief Commissioner of persons with Disabilities has been strengthened
who will now be assisted by 2 Commissioners and an Advisory Committee
comprising of not more than 11 members drawn from experts in various
disabilities.

Similarly, the office of State Commissioners of Disabilities has been strengthened
who will be assisted by an Advisory Committee comprising of not more 5 members
drawn from experts in various disabilities.

The Chief Commissioner for persons with Disabilities and the state Commissioners
will act as regulating bodies & Grievance Redressal agencies and also monitor
implementation of the Act

District level committees will be constituted by the State Governments to address
local concerns of PwDs details of their constitution and the functions of such
committees would be prescribed by the State Governments in the rules.

Creation of National and State Fund will be created to provide financial support to
the persons with disabilities. The existing National fund for persons with
Disabilities and the Trust fund for Empowerment of persons with disabilities will
be subsumed with the National Fund.

The Bill provides for penalties for offences committed against persons with
disabilities and also violation of the provisions of the new law.

Special Courts will be designated in each district to handle cases concerning
violation of rights of PwDs. The New Act will bring our law in line with the United
National Convention on the Rights of persons with disabilities (UNCRPD), to
which India is a signatory. This will fulfill the obligations on the part of India in
terms of UNCRD. Further the new law will not only enhance the Rights and
Entitlements of Divyangjan but also provide effective mechanism for ensuring
their empowerment and true inclusion into the Society in a satisfactory manner.
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CHAPTER 3
ASSISTANCE TO DISABLED PERSONS (ADIP) SCHEME

3.1 Introduction

It has been the constant endeavor of the Government to provide the disabled persons
with aids/appliance, at minimum costs, which are essential for their social, economic
and vocational rehabilitation. Census, 2011 states that there are 2.68 crore Persons
with Disabilities (PwDs) in the country. In addition, about 3% of the children below 14
years of age suffer from delayed development. Many of them are mentally retarded and
cerebral palsied and require aids/appliances to attain capacity for self-care and
independent living, with the application of modern technology. A large number of
disabled persons are from the low income groups and are deprived of the benefits of
these appliances because of their inability to find funds to acquire them and
consequently of dignified independent living.

3.2 Objectives:

The main objective of the Scheme is to assist the needy disabled persons in procuring
durable, sophisticated and scientifically manufactured, modern, standard aids and
appliances to promote physical, social, psychological rehabilitation of Persons with
Disabilities by reducing the effects of disabilities and at the same time enhance their
economic potential. Assistive devices are given to PwDs with an aim to improve their
independent functioning, and to arrest the extent of disability and occurrence of
secondary disability. The aids and appliances supplied under the Scheme must have due
certification.The Persons with Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights
and Full Participation) Act, 1995 (PwD Act) and National Trust Act, 1999.

3.3 Eligibility of the beneficiaries:

A person with disabilities fulfilling following conditions would be eligible for assistance
under ADIP Scheme.

i.  AnIndian citizen of any age.
ii. Holds a 40% Disablement Certificate.
iii. Has monthly income from all sources not exceeding Rs. 20,000/- per month.

iv. In case of dependents, the income of parents/guardians should not exceed Rs. 20,000/-
per month.

V. Who have not received assistance during the last 3 years for the same purpose from any
source. However, for children below 12 years of age, this limit would be one year.

+ Note: - Income certificate of beneficiaries staying in orphanages and half-way homes etc.
may be accepted on certification of District Collector or Head of the organization
concerned. Such beneficiaries will be provided aids & appliances under this Scheme by
ALIMCO.
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3.4 Quantum of assistance to disabled:
For aids and appliances costing up to Rs. 10,000/-.

Aids/appliances which do not cost more than Rs. 10,000/- are covered under the Scheme
for single disability. However, in the case of SwDs, students beyond IX class, the limit
would be raised to Rs.12, 000/-

3.6 SIPDA Scheme:

« Department of Social Work was sanctioned 1st installment of funds Rs.19,58,880/ for
undertaking SKkill Development Training for 210 nos. PWDs in five trades during 2020-21
approved by the Selection Committee under National Action Plan, SIPDA in response to
the proposal of the Department submitted to the ministry for financial grant of Rs.
2,38,96,240 for skill development Training of 540 PWDs in different trades. But as per
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pandemic COVID 19 advisory of the Government of India skill training programmes for

PWDs could not be commenced at SVNIRTAR . And process is going on for the

commencement of skill training programmes in the current year.

« A big project of grant of Rs.15.95 Crore was sanctioned under SIPDA Scheme for

construction of Vocational Training Centre building along with facilities of hostel

accommodation for both female and male disabled trainees for conducting various Skill

Development Training programme to PWDs in broader areas. The training building

construction is under process with the received grant in installment for which foundation

stone was laid by the Secretary Smt. Shakuntala D. Gamlin and Joint Secretary Smt.

Dolly Chakrabarty of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Government of India on

29.9.2018 at SVNIRTAR.

3.7 CSR Activities

3.7.1 Construction of 100 bedded annex to the Rehabilitation Services Building to
establish the Institute as a centre of excellence for deformity correction:
The work of "construction of 100 bedded annexe to the Rehabilitation Services Building
to establish the Institute as a centre of excellence for deformity correction” has been
awarded to Central Public Works Department (CPWD) for and estimated and
sanctioned cost of Rs.15.89 crores under Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR)
assistance from Rural Electrification Corporation Limited (RECL). The construction
work is under progress and the details are as given below.

The foundation work for the entire building has been completed using pile foundations.

Entire frame structure & slab work for all the floors have been completed using reinforced

cement concrete. The photographs depicting the full view of the structure from different

angles is attached here for reference.

Brick works using cement plaster in all the floors have been completed. Photographs in

this regard are attached below for reference.

Plastering of all the brick works and concrete structures in all floors have been completed

Flooring & Tile works inside all the rooms of the floors have been completed.

PVC & Aluminum door frames with UPVC windows have been considered in place of

wooden chaukath & shutters.

Drainage of the above project is under progress.

Work order for supplementary works like underground sump, pump house, peripheral road

and storm water drain etc. has been issued to contractor, which is likely to be commenced

soon.

As per the CPWD revised calculation for anticipated project cost of 15.86 crore the RECL

has approved revised estimate of 15,82,98,463/- which included additional work wroth 1.18

crore.
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The differential amount of 1st & 2nd installment of the enhanced cost of ? 3,79,81,809/- has
been paid by RECL and the same has been deposited to CPWD on 04.01.2021.

Because of the pandemic COVID 19 the construction was is in slow progress and expected
to complete the work by October 2021.

3.7.2 Construction of Prosthetic and Orthotic Workshop, Administrative Building

and Auditorium:

During the visit of Parliamentary Standing Committee on Social Justice and
Empowerment on 18.01.2018 has recommended to the NTPC to help the institute
financially for "construction of Prosthetic and Orthotic Workshop, Administrative
Building and Auditorium” under Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) fund to
upgrade the aforesaid infrastructure of the institute so that the PwDs / patients could
not suffer any inconvenience.

The institute has submitted a Detailed Project Report (DPR) to the CMD, NTPC,
including the Cost Estimate amounting Rs.31.35 crores prepared by the Executive
Engineer, BCD-1, CPWD, Bhubaneswar. In this regards, the follow-up has been done
through the Deputy Secretary, Lok Sabha Secretariat on 19.03.2020 and waiting for
sanction of grants under CSR funds from NTPC.

3.7.3 Request to REC Foundation for Procurement of Mini Metro 2S Rechargeable

Battery e-vehicle under Corporate Social Responsibility Head :

More than 300 plus patients are turn-over every day to Outpatient Department,
Physiotherapy, Occupational Therapy, Prosthetic & Orthotic for Assistive Devices and
other rehabilitation services like Speech Therapy, Psychological Counseling and Social &
Vocational rehabilitation. For this the patient is to attend various departments to receive
rehabilitation services and the Rehabilitation Professionals are composing programs for
their treatments. Since the total campus is consists of 26 acres of land and the
departments are scattered in the campus the patients are facing lots of difficulties for their
mobility from one department to other department for their treatment.

Considering the above requirements the Institute has requested to REC Foundation for
Procurement of Mini Metro 2S Rechargeable Battery e-vehicle under Corporate Social
Responsibility Head for easy mobility of the Persons with Disabilities to attend various
departments to for their treatments. The RECL Foundation has assured during the PIC
meeting held at SVNIRTAR to provide the same for the use of PwDs during their
treatment.
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CHAPTER-5
ABOUT THE INSTITUTE

51 Introduction

5.1.1 Disability is defined as a physical and mental impairment that can be manifested in
various forms from physical or sensory problems to cognitive and intellectual deficits.
A person may suffer from both physical and mental challenges at the same time. They
may be present from birth or may be inflicted on him/her at any stage of life due to
various reasons like disease, accident, shock and trauma or psychological issues. The
WHO in its "World Report on Disability” states, "Disability is part of the human
condition. Almost everyone will be temporarily or permanently impaired at some
point in life, and those who survive to old age will experience increasing difficulties in
functioning. Most extended families have a disabled member". It is estimated that
nearly 10 per cent of the world population has some or the other form of disability.
India has a significantly large disabled population, a substantial chunk of which is
hidden due to lack awareness and more importantly the fear of social stigma and
difficulties. The country’s disabled population has increased by 22.4 per cent between
2001 and 2011 Census, which was 2.19 crore in 2001 and rose to 2.68 crore in 2011.
According to the 2011 Census, as high as 20.30 per cent of disabled suffer from
locomotors problems, followed by 18.9 per cent hearing impaired and nearly 5.6 per
cent are mentally challenged, 19% Visually Challenged / MR, 8% Multiple Disability,
8% Sppech Hearing, Mental Illness 3% and 18% any other Disability. The disabled
population is growing due to various factors including increasing road accidents, fast
paced modernization of the society, consequences of urbanization, industrialization,
environmental hazards, natural calamities and ageing population, etc. Disability is a
huge disadvantage for people who endure it. It is thus important to ensure that they
are provided equal access and opportunities as others. They should not be subjected to
any barriers such as attitudinal, environmental, etc. But across the world and, more
particularly, in India, they continue to suffer and deprived of barrier-free access even
for their basic necessities. The WHO has rightly pointed out that disability is a human
rights issue. People with disabilities experience inequalities, denied equal access to
health care, employment, education, or political participation because of their
disability. People with disabilities are subject to violations of dignity, violence, abuse,
prejudice, or disrespect because of their disability. "Disability is also development
issue, because of its bi-directional link to poverty, disability may increase the risk of
poverty, and poverty may increase the risk of disability”, a WHO report states. The
disabled are not inferior to any one and they cannot be discriminated on the basis of
some physical or mental deficiencies. It is impending on the government,
administration, medical fraternity and the society at large to work together for all-
round inclusion of the disabled. While medical interventions are needed to be
galvanised to reach to every person with any form of disability, that too in a timely
manner, a greater need is to include society in disabled integration process. The
society should not look down on the disabled and work to own them. The social outlook
should be to remove all discrimination and stigma around disability and look at ways
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to make its environment barrier-free and accessible for them. When barriers are
removed, disabled people can be independent and equal in society, with choice and
control over their own lives.

Since last Forty six years, Swami Vivekanand National Institute of Rehabilitation
Training and Research (SVNIRTAR) has been serving the Persons with Disabilities. It
is located at Olatpur in Cuttack District (29 kms. away from Bhubaneswar and
Cuttack) of Odisha. It was established in 1975 as National Institute for Prosthetic and
Orthotic Training (NIPOT) an adjunct unit of Artificial Limbs Manufacturing
Corporation of India (ALIMCO), Kanpur. NIPOT was brought under the Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment (the erstwhile Ministry of Welfare), Govt. of India on
22nd February 1984 to give a thrust to Community Based Rehabilitation and Human
Resource Development. Since then it is an Autonomous Body under the administrative
control of this Ministry. Its name was changed from NIPOT to NIRTAR in 1984 and
subsequently to SVNIRTAR in the year 2004. It is one of the premier Institutes in the
Country for providing comprehensive rehabilitation services to the Persons with
Locomotor Disabilities.

Aims and Objectives

The main aims and objectives of the Institute are:

Manpower Development- Long term, short term courses, training for rehabilitation
personnel such as Doctors, Engineers, Prosthetists, Orthotists, Physiotherapists,
Occupational Therapists, Multipurpose Rehabilitation Therapists and other personnel
for the rehabilitation of the physically handicapped.

Promotion, distribution and subsidize the manufacture of prototype designed aids and
appliances.

Development of models of service delivery programmes in the field of locomotor
disability.

Vocational training, placement and rehabilitation of the physically handicapped.
Document and disseminate information on disability and rehabilitation in India and
abroad.

Research - To conduct and coordinate research activities on Bio-medical Engineering
leading to the effective evaluation of the mobility aids for the orthopaedically disabled
persons or suitable surgical or medical procedures and for development of new aids and
appliances.

Extension and Outreach Services.

Undertake any other action in the area of rehabilitation in India and abroad.

To achieve these objectives the Institute has eleven major Departments/ Sections viz.
Administration, Accounts and Finance, Academics (HRD), Physical Medicine &
Rehabilitation, Prosthetics & Orthotics, Physiotherapy, Occupational Therapy,
Library & Information Centre, Psychology, Social Work and Speech &Hearing.

Two Councils, General Council (GC) and Executive Council (EC) comprising the
representatives from Union and State Governments, renowned Social workers,
Orthopaedics and Rehabilitation professionals, etc. govern the activities of the
Institute.

i TO STUDY THE EFFECTS OF LEVATOR SCAPULAE STRETCHING ON
NEUROPATHIC PAIN IN SPINAL CORD DISEASES- AN INNOVATIVE
APPROACH.

Outcome: The study wasperformed on 30 subjects including 27,males and 3,females,
the age of the subjects ranged from 20-60yrs with an average mean of 34.53 yrs. Out
of which 3 spinal cord tumors, 1 T.B spine, 26 spinal cord injury (SCI) were included.
The neuropathic pain severity score before treatment measured by visual analogue
scale (VAS) were mean 7.23 in average and neuropathic symptoms measured by Leads
Assessment for Neuropathic Signs and Symptoms (LANSS) scored mean 14.6 in
average. The patients underwent manual stretching program of levator scapulae
muscle for 4 weeks and further followed up for another 8 weeks of no treatment.
comparison between pre VAS and post VAS1 there was significant reduction in the
severity of pain as measured by VAS with pre- VAS score before treatment mean 7.23
in both right and left lower limbs ,while after 4 weeks of stretching program the post
VASI1 scored 1.83 in average for both limbs with p value <0.05. It is evident that the
following manual stretching session of levator scapulae muscle is most effective means
of reducing neuropathic pain in SCI patients.

CORRELATION BETWEEN PRONATED FOOT AND PELVIC INCLINATION,
FEMORAL ANTEVERSION, QUADRICEPS ANGLE AND TIBIAL TORSION IN
ASYMPTOMATIC ADULTS.

Outcome: There was no significant correlation between tibial torsion, Q angle ,
femoral torsion and pelvic inclination with FPI ( = 0.071)also no correlation was
found between FPI with tibial torsion (r=.111, p=.274), with Q angle (r=.267,p =
.007) , with femoral torsion (r =.165, p =.101) and with pelvic inclination (r=-.157 ,p =
.119). But we found that there is a correlation between talus head position with tibial
torsion(r = .697, p=.000). There was a significant difference between group 1(FPI score
6-8) and group 2(FPI score 9-10), p = 0.001, 1 and 3(p = 0.000) but no significant
difference in group 2 and 3 (p =0.273) for tibial torsion. Q angle has significant
difference between group 1and 2(p = 0.01), 1 and 3(p =0.000) but not in group 2 and 3(p
= 0.78) and no significant differences were found for femoral torsion and pelvic
inclination between any group. There is no significant correlation between foot
pronation and pelvic inclination, femoral ante version, Q-angle and tibial torsion but
severity of flat had effect on talus head position, tibial torsion and Q angle. However,
the correlation between these factors cannot be completely ignored, and thus, further
studies and literature are required to prove the same.
CEREBRALPALSY-MULTIPLE ISSUES.

Date of commencement : March 2019
Date of completion : Aug 2020

Outcome: Our study showed that back pain is the most common pain. The intensity of
back pain on VAS is the most followed by knee pain, shoulder pain and then neck pain
but they did not always take any medications or treatment for their pain. The
awareness of the importance of exercises was present among the caregivers of the CP
children but most of them could never spare time for the exercises/ Yoga/ Pranayama/
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any other programme for happiness. The visits by friends/ relatives and vice versa did
not have any significant changes. Most of the participants could count on someone for
help, if they ever needed any extra help financially. Most of the caregivers did not have
support of their relatives or friends Participation in the society was moderately
affected in festivals / gatherings or any other events of the society. The caregivers were
depressed and anxious about the future of their functionally dependent child. Most of
the participants did not suffer from sleep disturbances.

4. EFFECT OF DISTRIBUTED PRACTICE OF CONSTRAINT INDUCED
MOVEMENT THERAPY IN HEMIPLEGIC CEREBRAL PALSY CHILDREN TO
IMPROVE UPPER EXTREMITY FUNCTION

Outcome: The intervention of myofascial release, trigger point pressure release and
passive stretching of trapezius muscle has led to decrease in pressure pain threshold F
(116.991), df (1), p = 0.000 and increase in cervical range of motion F (14.802), df (1), p
= 0.000 and decrease in Neck Disability Index scores F (54.938), df (2), p = 0.000 in 4
weeks in subjects with latent trigger points and postural neck pain.

5. COMPARISON OF QUALITY OF LIFE, PHYSICAL AND RESPIRATORY
PARAMETERS IN PLAYERS AND NON PLAYERS WITH SPINAL CORD

INJURY.

Outcome: Overall results of the study showed a statistically significant difference in
Physical health domain (p=0.007) , Psychological health domain (p=0.00) and
Environmental domain (p=0.021) of WHOQOL BREF questionnaire while no
significant difference in Social relationships domain(p=0.889) was found between the
two groups. FEV1% (p=0.022), FVC % (0.04) of respiratory parameters and all Physical
health parameters viz Physiological cost index (p=0.00), Resting heart rate (p=0.01)
and Muscular endurance (p=0.01) showed significant difference while no significant
difference in MVV% (p=0.17) was found between the two groups. The present study
concluded that Psychological, Physical health,Environmental domains of quality of
life of sports players with spinal cord injury(paraplegic) are improved. Due to
participation in the sports and training muscular endurance improved, Physiological
cost index and Baseline heart decreased.

6. EFFECTS OF GROUP THERAPEUTIC PLAY Vs BREATH BODY & MIND
PROGRAMME ON PHYSICAL & PSYCHOLOGICAL PARAMETER [BP,
BALANCE, QOL, SAD] IN ADULT STROKE PATIENTS.

Outcome: Improvement in depression & stress was significant in both the groups;

however the extent of improvement in breath-body-mind group is more than group

therapeutic play. Improvement in anxiety was not significant in both groups. Improvement
in SSQOL & blood pressure in both the groups, however greater improvement in group 2 as
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compared to group 1. Improvement in BBS in both the groups, however there was no

significant difference between both the groups. Breath-body-mind program Vs play therapy

shows that breath-body-mind is better in improvement of depression and stress.

7. EFFECTS OF TECAR VS MAITLAND MOBILISATIONON PATIENTS WITH
primary ADHESIVE CAPSULITIS OF SHOULDER -A COMPARATIVE STUDY.

Outcome: In TECAR therapy pain decreased significantly. ROM in Maitland group
was improved, significantly. But there are no significant differences in both the
groups. Volunteers in both groups had positive results even though not statistically
significant but we consider important to continue further studies in this knowledge
and practice of physical therapy area.

8. COMPARISION OF TECAR THERAPY Vs MYOFASCIAL RELEASE ON
MYOFASCIAL PAIN IN LEVATOR SCAPULAE AND UPPER TRAPEZIUS

MUSCLES.

Outcome: There was a significant improvement in Overall pain and function in both
the group after 5th and 10th session of treatment But TECAR treatment group shows
more significant improvement than MFR treatment group. However post2 treatment
measurement in TECAR group has improved significantly from postl treatment
measurement with time. Overall it can be concluded from our study that TECAR
therapy and MFR, on upper trapezius and levator scapulae muscle has led to decrease
in pressure pain threshold, decrease in pain on visual analogue scale and decrease in
Neck Disability Index scores in 2 weeks in subjects with latent trigger points and
postural neck pain.

processing related to endurance/tone is significantly correlated with the component of
handwriting skill except Rate, Size and Spacing and the component of Proprioceptive
sensory processing that is Modulation related to body position and movement is also
significantly correlated with all the component of MHA except rate component. From
this result it can be concluded that Null hypothesis is not rejected fully and
Experimental hypothesis is accepted partially in relation to the component of
proprioceptive sensory processing. As handwriting is more complex and mastered
skill, it require every minute factors of Tactile sensory processing, Proprioceptive
sensory processing and Visual processing to achieve appropriate performance at par
with the peer. From this study we can conclude that while intervening on handwriting
skills we need to analyze each component of handwriting skill and the component of
different sensory processing which are the pre-requisite for the development of each
handwriting skills that would help the therapist to plan appropriately to enhance the
skill of handwriting in children with learning disability.

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CHAPTER 7
DEPARTMENT OF PHYSICAL MEDICINE AND REHABILITATION

7.1 Introduction
Department of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitations is one of the important
departments of the Institute. The department deals with various congenital and
acquired disability conditions and most of the neglected trauma cases referred from
different hospitals. The department is well known for its excellent service in disability
and rehabilitation service. Patients with locomotors disability due to various ailments
are rehabilitated in a comprehensive manner. Some of the common conditions are
congenital deformities i.e. deformities from birth, acquired deformities because of
trauma, infection, etc., Cerebral Palsy, Arthritis, Brain Injury, Stroke, Spinal cord
injury, Leprosy, Amputee, Tumors, Neurological disorders.

Development training for PwDs.

Vocational assessment, career counseling & training guidance to the disabled persons and
their family members during & after active physical rehabilitation.

Planning and executing different proposals for imparting Skill Development Training
Programmes for PwDs at Vocational Training Centre, Department of Social Work.
Initiating efforts for conducting Skill training for PwDs at different districts of Odisha
through' organizations/ETPs to empower the PwDs through improved skills, knowledge
for gainful employment and decent living.
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12.4.3 Skill Development Training:

Department of Social Work is conducting different Skill Development Training
Programmes for PwDs at its Vocational Training Centre, Department of Social Work
and in different districts of Odisha. The main aim is to make them economically
independent and self reliant to lead a dignified life in society as a normal person. In
view of a fresh proposal was put up to Ministry for release of Grant of Rs.
2,66,59,580/- under SIPDA Scheme for Skill Development Training Programmes in
different trades of 540 nos. of PwDs. In response to the proposal of the department
MoSJ&E, Government of India approved and sanctioned Rs.19,58.880/- as 1st
installment under National Action Plan under SIPDA for 210 nos. of PwDs in five
trades such as Assistant Beauty Therapist, House Keeping Attendant, LED Bulb
Repairing, Appligue & Embroidery work and Mobile Repairing.

« At Vocational Training Centre, SVNIRTAR

« Vocational Training Centre (VTC), Department of Social Work is functioning to impart
Skill Development Trainings to the Persons with Disabilities from different corner of
Odisha in different trades. Presently skill training programmes in "Appliqué &
Embroidery work", "Screen Printing”, "Phenyl, Blue, Liquid Dish Wash and Candle
making" are being imparted to the PwDs from one month to three months duration. The
Centre helps the PwDs to acquire Vocational skills and Technical knowledge so as to make
them skilled and enable them to earn their livelihood. 04 nos. of PwDs from Odisha and
02 nos. from Bihar state have been imparted skill trainings in "Appliqué & Embroidery
work", "Screen Printing" during their treatment & rehabilitation at SVNIRTAR.

Liaisoning with different organisations for mobilizing trainees for the proposed skill
development training programmes and collected list of 256 nos. suitable PwDs from
different sources and prepared data base of trainees and with different Technical
Institutes, ITI, Polytechnics and VRC for trainers for imparting training through online/off
line mode as per situation of COVID 19.

12.4.4 Placement & Employment Services:

I. After successful completion of Skill training in different trades such as Applique &
Embroidery Work, Screen Printing and Phenyl, five nos. of the PwDs have been placed
in Self employment and Wage employment to earn their livelihood and others are in
process for starting their own venture.

ii. SVNIRTAR has been notified by Govt. of India as Special Employment Exchange
to recommend the names of eligible persons with disabilities for job placements in
Public Sector undertaking, Govt. offices and Private organizations for Group A, B, C &
D categories of posts.

12.4.5 Distribution of "SELF - EMPLOYMENT KIT":

After successful completion of skill development training programmes of PwDs, Self
Employment kits are distributed to skilled PwDs belongs to Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe every year for starting their own self employment venture to make them
economically independent and self reliant. In 20-21 year only one SC Skilled persons was
distributed Screen Printing kit who has trained in screen Printing and distribution was
made after successful completion of skill development training programmes.
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12.4.6 Awarded Certificates:

« Five nos. of Skilled Persons with Disabilities have been awarded certificates after
successful completion of skill development training in "Screen Printing” and "Applique &
Embroidery Work".

« Fifty five Nos. of aspirant youths with disabilities for skill training have been awarded
certificates those who were attended the Short Orientation Course on ‘Social security and
Legal Aspects for Persons with Disabilities’ conducted by the Department Social Work at
Pingalakhi Public Welfare Organisation, Nimapada on 30.12.2020.

12.5 Dolls' House & Art therapy at Department of Social Work:

Doll's House is providing recreation to the small kids of Cerebral Palsy, Autism and
other Locomotor Disabled through games, play therapy as well as Art therapy. It helps
to develop the eye-contact and color identification capacity, adjustment training, also
helps to creates motivation to the children to cooperate in their treatment and
exercises as well as helps to develop their mental and physical conditions and creative
abilities.

Hearing evaluation of hearing Divyangjans is being carried out at the Department
and at Divyang identification camps. Hearing aids are provided to the hearing
Divyangjans after assessment. The hearing Divyangjans are provided counseling for
proper utilization, care and maintenance of the hearing aids.

The assessment of speech and language is being carried out for Divyangjans with and
without locomotor disabilities such as Cerebral Palsy, Traumatic Brain Injury,
Hearing Impaired, Hemiplegic, ADHD, Autistic, Cleft lip and palate, stammering,
misarticulation and delayed developmental milestones. Therapeutic services are
provided based on assessment at the Department. Divyangjans having problem in
swallowing and voice production are also being provided therapy after assessment at
the department. Parents of cerebral palsied children are also provided training for
feeding problems. Speech and hearing services in far-flung areas are also provided by
organizing camps through the outreach and extension services of the institute.

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CHAPTER 14
EXTENSION SERVICES

HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DEPARTMENT OF ACADEMICS)

The demand for professionals in the field of rehabilitation of Persons with Locomotors
Disability is increasing due to rise in awareness among the people. To cope up with
this demand and for implementing Government policies and programmes in providing
a comprehensive rehabilitation services, the Institute has been conducting five long
term and eleven short term courses for the year 2018-19.

Long-Term Courses: The details of the current courses are mentioned below:

18.3.1 Degree Courses:

Bachelor of Physiotherapy (B.P.T.):

The Institute started Bachelor of Physiotherapy (B.P.T.) degree course in 1987. The
present intake capacity is 62 students and it is of four and a half (4%) years duration
(including six months Internship). This course is affiliated to Utkal University,
Bhubaneswar. The minimum entry qualification for the course is passing in 10+2
examination in science stream or its equivalent with minimum 50% aggregate marks
for general candidates and 40% for Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes/ Physically
Handicapped candidates in subjects on Physics, Chemistry and Biology. Pass in
English as one of the subjects is compulsory.

Bachelor of Occupational Therapy (B.O.T.):

The Institute started Bachelor of Occupational Therapy (B.O.T.) degree course in 1987.
The present intake capacity is 62 students and it is of four and a half (4%) years
duration (including six months Internship). This course is affiliated to Utkal
University, Bhubaneswar. The minimum entry qualification for the course is passing
in 10+2 examination in science stream or its equivalent with minimum 50% aggregate
marks for general candidates and 40% for Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes/
Physically Handicapped candidates in subjects on Physics, Chemistry and Biology.
Pass in English as one of the subjects is compulsory.

Bachelor of Prosthetics and Orthotics (B.P.O.):
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As part of ALIMCO, Institute started with conducting Certificate Courses in
Prosthetics and Orthotics in 1976-77. The Institute conducts degree course in Bachelor
of Prosthetics and Orthotics, since 1999 initially of 3% years duration (including six
months Internship) which was later converted to (4% )years degree course (including
six months Internship) in 2003. The course is affiliated to Utkal University,
Bhubaneswar. The minimum eligibility for admission is 10+2 examination in Science
or its equivalent with Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics or Biology with a minimum
score of 50% for General category and 40% for SC/ST/PH candidates. Pass in English as
one of the subjects is compulsory. The intake capacity is 46 seats.

iii. Selection Procedure:

All India Common Entrance Test (CET) for selecting the candidates for all these three
courses for SVNIRTAR and National Institute for Locomotor Disabilities (NILD),
Kolkata and NIEPMED, Chennai is being conducted by (NILD), Kolkata on 20th
Sept. 2020 in collaboration with SVNIRTAR. 170 new students joined these courses.
Seats were reserved as per the Govt. of India reservation policy/norms.

18.3.2 Postgraduate Courses:
i Masters of Occupational Therapy (MOT):

Postgraduate Degree course in Occupational Therapy (MOT) of two years duration,
with an intake capacity of 15 seats is continuing at the Institute. The course is
affiliated to Utkal University, Bhubaneswar. The specializations available are
'Rehabilitation’, 'Developmental Disabilities’, '"Hand Rehabilitation” and ‘Neurology"'.

i. Masters of Physiotherapy (MPT):

Postgraduate Degree course in Physiotherapy (MPT) of two years duration, with an
intake capacity of 15 seats is continuing at the Institute. The course is affiliated to
Utkal University, Bhubaneswar. The specializations available are 'Rehabilitation’,
'Musculoskeletal Conditions’, 'Neurology' and 'Pediatric'.

iii. Masters of Prosthetics and Orthotics (MPO):

Postgraduate Degree course in Prosthetics & Orthotics (MPO) of two years duration,
with an intake capacity of 10 seats is continuing at the Institute from 2016-17
Academic sessions. The course is recognized by Rehabilitation Council of India, (RCI)
and affiliated to Utkal University, Bhubaneswar.

iv. Selection Procedure:

Forty students were selected for MPT, MOT & MPO courses through the PG Entrance
Examination conducted by the Institute for the year 2020-21.40 new students joined
for the above mentioned courses.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Swami Vivekanand National Institute of
Rehabilitation Training and Research, Olatpur, Cuttack (SVNIRTAR) as on 31*'March,
2021and the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year
ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties,
Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 . The audit has been entrusted for the period up
to 2023-2024. These financial statements include the accounts of four Composite Regional
Centres (CRCs) of SVNIRTAR. These financial statements are the responsibility of the

management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based
on our audit.

2.  This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor

General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms,
etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law,
Rules & regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc.,
if any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted
in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the aceounting principles used and
significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of

financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4.  Based on our audit, we report that:

i. We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief, were necessary for the purpose of our audit;
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ii. The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt & Payment
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry
of Finance, Govt. of India.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by Swami Vivekanand National Institute of Rehabilitation and Research,

Revision of ﬂcmur;ts

The SVNIRTAR revised its accounts for the year 2020-21 based on the audit comments. On
revision of accounts by the Institute, overstatement of Assets for Rs.2.13 lakh and
understatement of liabilities for Rs.7.16 lakh have been rectified.

C. General:

(i) No provision for retirement benefits has been made in the accounts in contravention of
Accounting Standard 15 issued by ICAI and the Uniform Format of Accounts.

(i) Capital Work-in-progress: Rs.201 lakh

A total sum of Rs. 97.63 lakh had been deposited with CPWD (March 2021) for
construction/repair of four works. Against this deposit, the total expenditure on this four
works was Rs.41.93 lakh (Form-65 of CPWD/March 2021). However, a sum of Rs. 72.46
lakh was depicted under work in progress in respect of these four works resulting discrepancy
of Rs.30,53 lakh which needs to be reconciled.

D. Grant-in-Aid

Out of GIA of Rs.4752.60 lakh (Rs.3923.68 lakh received during the year, interest of Rs.
59 26 lakh and unutilized balance of Rs.799.66 lakh of previous year) the Institute utilized Rs.
4240.73 lakh, refunded Rs.27.64 lakh leaving a balance of Rs.484.23 lakh as on 31.3.2021.
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v.  Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
sheet and Profit and Loss Account /Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts& Payments

Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations
given to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and
Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters
mentioned in Annexure-I to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in conformity with
