ABOUT THE INSTITUTE

1.1 Introduction

1.1.1 "Disability"-what is disability? Actually this term exits in frame of our mind.
Let's change our attitude and change others. Make a commitment to end unfair
and unfounded prejudices. Open minds and doors to people with disabilities.
Repeat in speeches, writings and in films, three words: Disability, Equality, and
Liberty. Listen to them, serve them, work with them, travel with them, shop with
them. Our immediate physical environment should reflect our understanding
and sensitivity towards the need of the disable people. Disability is a disadvantage
for the individuals who endure it. But it is also a bigger disadvantage as well as
a challenge for the larger society in any   part of the world, which has so far not
been able to offer an ideal platform in many parts of the globe to the Persons
with Disabilities (Divyangjan). The Country's disabled person has increased by
22.4% between 2001 and 2011 census, which was 2.19 crore in 2001 rose in 2011
to 2.68 crore. The large mass of disable is kept away from their rights due to lack
of awareness and willingness. The greatest challenge for the Government is the
achievement of accessibility, inclusion and empowerment of PwDs. It is estimated
that nearly 10% of the World population has some or the other type of disability.
According to the 2011 census (20.3%) of the disabled are having locomotor
disability followed by Hearing Impaired (18.9%) and nearly (5.6%) are mentally
challenged. The disability population is also growing due to road traffic accident,
industrialization, urbanization, natural calamities, ageing population etc. There
have been continuous efforts by the Union and State Governments, Non-
Governmental Organizations in prevention of the disability, creating awareness
and providing medical and social rehabilitation for the Persons with Disabilities
(Divyangjan). The physically challenged are an integral part of society and they
should not be subjected to any barriers such as environmental, attitudinal etc.
They are not incapable, inadequate, pitiable, unhealthy, inferior and dependent
on charity or unemployable. They are like any other human being, who has
dignity, who wants to be independent and wants to participate equally in all
social activities.

1.1.2 Since last FORTY THREE years, Swami Vivekanand National Institute of
Rehabilitation Training and Research (SVNIRTAR) has been serving the Persons
with Disabilities. It is located at Olatpur in Cuttack District (29 kms. away from
Bhubaneswar and Cuttack) of Odisha. It was established in 1975 as National
Institute for Prosthetic and Orthotic Training (NIPOT) an adjunct unit of Artificial
Limbs Manufacturing Corporation of India (ALIMCO), Kanpur. NIPOT was
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brought under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (the erstwhile
Ministry of Welfare), Govt. of India on 22nd February 1984 to give a thrust to
Community Based Rehabilitation and Human Resource Development. Since then
it is an Autonomous Body under the administrative control of this Ministry. Its
name was changed from NIPOT to NIRTAR in 1984 and subsequently to
SVNIRTAR in the year 2004. It is one of the premier Institutes in the Country for
providing comprehensive rehabilitation services to the Persons with Locomotor
Disabilities.

1.2 Aims and Objectives

1.2.1 The main aims and objectives of the Institute are:

i. Manpower Development- Long term, short term courses, training for
rehabilitation personnel such as Doctors, Engineers, Prosthetists, Orthotists,
Physiotherapists, Occupational Therapists, Multipurpose Rehabilitation
Therapists and other personnel for the rehabilitation of the physically
handicapped.

ii. Promotion, distribution and subsidize the manufacture of prototype designed
aids and appliances.

iii. Development of models of service delivery programmes in the field of locomotor
disability.

iv. Vocational training, placement and rehabilitation of the physically handicapped.

v. Document and disseminate information on disability and rehabilitation in India
and abroad.

vi. Research - To conduct and coordinate research activities on Bio-medical
Engineering leading to the effective evaluation of the mobility aids for the
orthopaedically disabled persons or suitable surgical or medical procedures and
for development of new aids and appliances.

vii. Extension and Outreach Services.

viii. Undertake any other action in the area of rehabilitation in India and abroad.

1.2.2 To achieve these objectives the Institute has eleven major Departments/ Sections
viz. Administration, Accounts and Finance, Academics (HRD), Physical Medicine
& Rehabilitation, Prosthetics & Orthotics, Physiotherapy, Occupational Therapy,
Library & Information Centre, Psychology, Social Work  and Speech &Hearing.

1.3 Management

Two Councils, General Council (GC) and Executive Council (EC) comprising
the representatives from Union and State Governments, renowned Social
workers, Orthopaedics and Rehabilitation professionals, etc. govern the
activities of the Institute. The Secretary to the Government of India, Ministry of
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Social Justice and Empowerment (MoSJ&E), Department of Empowerment of
Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) is the President of General Council and
the Joint Secretary (DEPwD) to the Government of India, MoSJ&E, and
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) is the
Chairperson of Executive Council. The Director is the Member-Secretary of
both the Councils and is Head of the Institute. The list of members of GC and
EC are mentioned in Appendix - 'A' and 'B' respectively.

1.4 Executive Council (EC) and General Council (GC) Meetings

As per Bye-law of the Institute, EC is to be conducted four times in a year and
GC is to be held once in a year for framing the policies, monitoring the progress
of activities and new initiatives etc. EC consists of 05 members and the Joint
Secretary (DEPwD), Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India,
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) is the
Chairperson. The GC consists of 08 members and the Secretary (DEPwD),
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India, Department of
Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) is the President.

The Centre is located at

Guwahati Medical College & Hospital (GMCH) Campus, Bhangagarh,

Guwahati, Assam -781032. The Centre has been functioning since 19th March
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2001 under the administrative control of Swami Vivekanand National Institute

of Rehabilitation Training and Research, Odisha .The aim of CRC, Guwahati

is to provide services to the PwDs and develop manpower in the field of

disabilities in North Eastern Region (NER).

1. COMPARATIVE STUDY ON CERVICAL SPINE MOBILIZATION VERSUS
THORACIC SPINE MANIPULATION IN SUBJECTS WITH CERVICAL
SPONDYLOSIS

Date of commencement : Jan   2016

Outcome: The results indicate that Cervical Spine Mobilization and Thoracic
Spine Manipulation is more effective in decreasing neck pain , improving cervical
range of motion and functional status of patient with cervical spondylosis than
control group. However, the subjects in Group 2 who received Thoracic Spine
Manipulation with conventional physical therapy showed better improvement
in reducing pain, improving cervical range of motion and functional status than
Group 1 and 3 who received Cervical Spine Mobilization with conventional
physical therapy and Conventional Physical Therapy alone respectively.

2. EFFECTIVENESS OF SOFT TISSUE MOBILIZATION AS AN ADJUNCT TO
THE CONVENTIONAL EXERCISE IN PATIENTS WITH ANKYLOSING
SPONDYLITIS.

Outcome: The results of the study suggests soft tissue mobilisation is effective
to improve spinal flexibility, chest expansion and improvement in functional
status following 4 weeks of intervention as an adjunctive therapy to the
conventional exercise protocol in patient with Ankylosing spondylitis.

3. EFFECT OF TREADMILL TRAINING WITH INCLINATION ON
FACILITATION OF DORSIFLEXORS IN CHILDREN WITH CEREBRAL
PALSY.

Outcome: Tread mill walking significantly improves active dorsiflexion in
children with cerebral palsy than the conventional physiotherapy.

4. EFFECT OF UPPER LIMB VIBRATION ON REACHING AND SPASTICITY
IN CHILDREN WITH CEREBRAL PALSY.

Outcome:Upper limb  vibration  with  conventional  physiotherapy  brings
about  more  improvement  in  spasticity,  reaching and quality of upper limb
than  conventional  physiotherapy  alone in children with hemiplegic cerebral
palsy

5. COMPARISON OF BODYWEIGHT SUPPORTED TREADMILL TRAINING
VERSUS BODY-WEIGHT SUPPORTED OVER-GROUND TRAINING  TO
IMPROVE FUNCTIONAL AMBULATION IN CHILDREN WITH SPASTIC
CEREBRAL PALSY.

Outcome: Children with spastic diplegia showed significant improvement in
terms of Gait Parameters and functional performance when they were subjected
to a training protocol which included walking in plane, irregular surfaces, ramp
and play integrated activities like picking up and passing the ball along with a
self-adjusting BWS system in an open environment than the BWSTT in a closed
environment and the conventional gait training without BWS system.

6. EFFECT OF AEROBIC EXERCISE IN IMPROVING CARDIO-RESPIRATORY
ENDURANCE IN CHILDREN WITH CEREBRAL PALSY.

Outcome: Aerobic exercise along with conventional  physiotherapy  brings
about  more  improvement  in  cardiorespiratory endurace, walking speed,
heart rate and energy expenditure than conventional  physiotherapy  alone.

7. EFFECT OF REPETITIVE ARM CYCLING IN REDUCING SPASTICITY AND
IMPROVING MOTOR PERFORMANCE IN STROKE PATIENTS.

Outcome: Arm Ergometery trainning with conventional therapy brings about
more improvement in motor function than conventional physiotherapy alone.

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8. EFFECTIVENESS OF ROBOTIC EXOSKELETON ASSISTED THERAPY IN
REHABILITATION OF HAND FUNCTION IN STROKE.

Outcome: Patients who received robotic therapy in addition to conventional
therapy showed greater reductions in motor impairment and improvements in
functional abilities. Robotic therapy may therefore effectively complement
standard rehabilitation from the start, by providing therapeutic support for
patients with post-stroke plegic and paretic upper limb.

9. COMPARISON BETWEEN THE EFFECTS OF "SEGMENTAL
STABILIZATION" EXERCISES COMBINED WITH THORACIC
MOBILIZATION & CONVENTIONAL EXERCISES IN CHRONIC LOW BACK
PAIN PATIENTS.

Outcome: It was concluded that trunk stabilizing exercises with Maitland
mobilization & conventional exercises are useful in reduction of pain intensity,
increasing functional ability and muscle strength and endurance in patients
with lumbar spondylosis.

10. SWIMMING AS A HYDROTHERAPEUTIC INTERVENTION FOR THE
TREATMENT OF NON-SPECIFIC LOW BACK PAIN.

Outcome: This study found that swimming is an useful hydrotherapeutic
intervention for subjects with chronic non specific low back pain as it improves
range of motions, function, reduces pain and disability thus improving the
quality of life of the subjects.

Delayed birth cry (66.5%),

Neonatal seizure (58.7%) and no exclusive breast feeding (56.5%) showed higher

frequencies among the risk  factors of CP. Quadriplegic type(34.9%) is more

followed by diplegic and hemiplegic in frequency according to Topographical

classification and Spastic (89.6%) type is more according to Physiological

classification. GMFCS level 5(30%) and 4(29.9%) are higher in frequencies than

other less severe levels. There were significant association between achievement

of gross motor function and risk factors such as ability to suck milk, neonatal

seizures, no exclusively breast feeding and history of previous abortion.

The findings of the current study also emphasizes the impact of and need to
take demographic and personal characteristics, including age, gender, co
morbidities, and social relations into account in the planning of post-stroke
rehabilitation programs. This study also highlights the importance of
comprehensive evaluation during recovery after stroke that may facilitate a
better understanding of needs and thereby, planning for programming during
recovery. The SIS is a single stroke outcome measure that aims to effectively
assess the various domains important in determining QOL among stroke
survivors. Future clinical trials may enroll a larger sample for follow-up study
to evaluate the long-term benefits of mCIMT among the stroke survivors. More
focused evaluation of rehabilitation practice that aims at improving aspects of
QOL and functional domains at the activity level is needed. This treatment
evaluation will contribute to improved practice for stroke survivors.

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CHAPTER 5

DEPARTMENT OF PHYSIOTHERAPY

5.1 Introduction

The Department of Physiotherapy, SVNIRTAR is one of the oldest
physiotherapy departments in India. The Department of Physiotherapy
incorporates Musculoskeletal Unit (Manual Therapy & Traction, Electro-
therapy, Heat Therapy & Actino-therapy), Pediatrics Unit, Neuro
Rehabilitation unit, Hydrotherapy unit and Research cell with 3D motion
analysis system. The department also runs Bachelor and Master Degree
courses in Physiotherapy. The department is research intensive and is
committed to research-informed teaching. Faculty and Staff are committed
to exemplary professional behavior, collaboration and support.

The following new electrotherapy equipments have been introduced for
better health care delivery and research purposes:

 Balance system to evaluate the body balance and also treat the persons with

neurological disorders to improve the standing balance, walking etc.

 Virtual Reality system is useful for the rehabilitation of persons with paralysis.

The visual feedback helps the individuals to perform the impaired movements,
improve the quality of movements and improve the functions.

 Solar powered wheel chair prepared by final BPT students of SVNIRTAR:

Final year Bachelor of Physiotherapy students of SVNIRTAR, Olatpur have
designed and prepared solar powered wheel chair for the persons with
disabilities. The wheel chair once charged by solar power can run for 3 hours.
The maximum speed is about 20km/ hour. The parts are removable and can
be reparable by local electrician and bicycle repairing shop. It has accelerator
to control the speed and brake. It was designed by Mr Golak Bihari Khadanga,
Sandip Pattnaik, Soumya Prakash Acharya, Avilash mohapatra, Preeti Payal,
Tejaswini Sahoo, Sulipsa Priyadarsini etc under the guidance of Dr PP
Mohanty, Associate  Prof (Physiotherapy) and Mr B K Nanda, lecturer
(Physiotherapy). The Solar powered wheel chair has been tried by persons
with spinal cord injury and well appreciated by them. The cost is affordable
by common Persons with disabilities. It will improve the quality of the life of
Persons with disabilities better.

 Robotic Hand was developed by Ms Shifa Khan, MPT student under the

guidance of Dr. P.P Mohanty, Associate Prof (Physiotherapy) , Mrs Monalisa
Pattnaik, Assistant Prof (Physiotherapy) and Mr Faisal Ahmed Sheikh , Chief
Technical Officer of Edeitic Infotech Pvt Ltd, Indore. It is quite useful for the
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rehabilitation of persons with hemiplegia. Usually lower limb recovers and
persons with hemiplegia can walk independently, but recovery of hand
function is slow and incomplete. Robotic hand is cost effective and useful in
restoration of movement and hand functions.

life span.

Academic Activities
include teaching in Psychology as core subject and rehabilitation subject in three
long-term courses; BPT, BOT, BP&O courses and several short-term programmes.
Clinical activities include the early identification, assessment and planning and
providing psychological services and counseling and constant research activities
with various types of inpatients and outpatients attending the Institute.

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CHAPTER 8

DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL WORK

8.1 Introduction

The concept of Social Work emerged during II World War and recognized as
a profession. Social work as a professional service under governmental and
non- governmental auspices, potentially available to every member of the
community irrespective of his means, to assist him in achieving his full
potentialities for productive and satisfying living. Social work is a systematic
method of providing for the support and /or rehabilitation of economically
dependent groups, e.g., the handicapped, the sick, the unemployed, the aged,
the mentally ill, widows, the dependent children etc.

Department of Social Work was created in the year 2012, recognizing the
need and importance of Social work in rehabilitation of Persons with
Disabilities in view of changed scenario. In order to empower Persons with
Disabilities and to give them their rights by promoting their integration   into
the community. The department aims at best practices in Rehabilitation of
PwDs through Education, Skill training, Job placement, Research, Publication
and Extension services  i.e., to strengthen the Socio-Economic empowerment
service activities like Skill development training; to encourage Self-
Employment and Entrepreneurship development among PwDs;  to provide
placement services to Persons with Disabilities for enhancing their livelihood
earnings; to develop Human Resource in the field of social work and
Vocational Rehabilitation and to conduct Research activities in the field
blended with a right based approach.

The centre
helps the PwDs to acquire vocational skills so as to enable them to earn their
livelihood. Training in many new trades including Mobile Repairing, Beauty
Culture, House Keeping Attendant, IT, Apparel and Paper Plate making are
likely to become operational shortly under SIPDA Scheme.

Therapeutic services are also being provided based on assessment at institute.
Parents of the cerebral palsy children are provided training for his feeding
part. The service of speech and hearing are also being provided by organizing
camps on the outreach extension services of the institute.

EXTENSION SERVICES

overcome these difficulties, the Institute has three Sub-Centers at
Bhubaneswar, Cuttack and Dhenkanal in Odisha to provide Rehabilitation
Services in the rural/tribal areas and conducts rehabilitation camps at various
states to provide rehabilitation aids and appliances at the door step of the
Persons with Disabilities. There is no staff designated for these activities. The
staffs of various Departments are deputed for providing extension and
outreach services.

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CHAPTER 12

ASSISTANCE TO DISABLED PERSONS (ADIP) SCHEME

12.1 Introduction

It has been the constant endeavor of the Government to provide the disabled
persons with aids/appliance, at minimum costs, which are essential for their
social, economic and vocational rehabilitation. Census, 2011 states that there
are 2.68 crore Persons with Disabilities (PwDs) in the country. In addition,
about 3% of the children below 14 years of age suffer from delayed
development. Many of them are mentally retarded and cerebral palsied and
require aids/appliances to attain capacity for self-care and independent living,
with the application of modern technology. A large number of disabled
persons are from the low income groups and are deprived of the benefits of
these appliances because of their inability to find funds to acquire them and
consequently of dignified independent living.

12.2 Objectives:

The main objective of the Scheme is to assist the needy disabled persons in
procuring durable, sophisticated and scientifically manufactured, modern,
standard aids and appliances to promote physical, social, psychological
rehabilitation of Persons with Disabilities by reducing the effects of disabilities
and at the same time enhance their economic potential. Assistive devices are
given to PwDs with an aim to improve their independent functioning, and to
arrest the extent of disability and occurrence of secondary disability. The aids
and appliances supplied under the Scheme must have due certification. The
Persons with Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full
Participation) Act, 1995 (PwD Act) and National Trust Act, 1999.

12.3 Eligibility of the beneficiaries:

A person with disabilities fulfilling following conditions would be eligible
for assistance under ADIP Scheme.

i. An Indian citizen of any age.

ii. Holds a 40% Disablement Certificate.

iii. Has monthly income from all sources not exceeding Rs. 20,000/- per month.

iv. In case of dependents, the income of parents/guardians should not exceed
Rs. 20,000/- per month.

v. Who have not received assistance during the last 3 years for the same purpose
from any source. However, for children below 12 years of age, this limit would
be one year.
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 Note: - Income certificate of beneficiaries staying in orphanages and half-way
homes etc. may be accepted on certification of District Collector or Head of
the organization concerned. Such beneficiaries will be provided aids &
appliances under this Scheme by ALIMCO.

12.4 Quantum of assistance to disabled :

For aids and appliances costing up to Rs. 10,000/-.

Aids/appliances which do not cost more than Rs. 10,000/- are covered under
the Scheme for single disability. However, in the case of SwDs, students beyond
IX class, the limit would be raised to Rs.12, 000/-

The amount of Assistance will be as follows:

 Travelling cost would be admissible separately to the PwDs and one escort
limited to bus fare or railway, subject to a limit of Rs. 250/- each person,
irrespective of number of visits to the centre.

Composite Regional Centre (CRC) for Persons with Disabilities (PwDs),
Guwahati is an initiative of the Department of Empowerment of Persons with
Disabilities, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India.

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CHAPTER 18
CSR Activities

18.1 Introduction

Corporate Social Responsibility, often abbreviated "CSR," is a corporation's
initiative to assess and take responsibility for the company's effects on
environmental and social wellbeing. The term generally applies to efforts
that go beyond what may be required by regulators or environmental
protection groups.

18.1.1 Ongoing CSR Projects:

A.  Annex-Building by RECL- Rs.15.89 crore

The RECL has approved the Project for Construction of building to establish
the institute as a "Center of Excellence for Deformity Correction" in
SVNIRTAR for Rs.15.89 crore. As per terms of sanction an agreement
(MoA) has been signed between the RECL and SVNIRTAR on 19.04.2017
at Bhubaneswar for implementation of the project.

Dr. Thaawarchand Gehlot, Hon'ble Union Minister of Social Justice &
Empowerment, Government of India has laid the Foundation Stone of 100
Bedded Annex Building at SVNIRTAR, Cuttack on 23rd January 2018 in
the august presence of Dr. Kulamani Samal, Hon'ble Member of Parliament,
Jagatsinghpur, Dr. Pramod Kumar Mallick, Hon'ble Member of Legislative
Assembly, Niali, Dr. P. V. Ramesh, IAS, CMD, REC, Dolly Chakrabarty,
Joint Secretary, Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities
(Divyangjan),(MoSJ&E), Govt. of India and Dr. Sakti Prasad Das, Director,
SVNIRTAR, Cuttack.

The CPWD has awarded to the lowest bidder to construct the annex
building and the construction work has been started.

B. Installation of CAD/CAM system - Rs.2, 72, 65,190.00

CAD/CAM (Computer-Aided Design / Computer-Aided Manufacturing)
technology is increasingly being used to help design and fabricate models
from which Orthoses and prosthetic sockets are produced. Measurements
can be scanned in by laser scanner which produces the information
describing the size and shape of the limb allows the Prosthetist / Orthotist
to design the device for the patient by using the computer. Now the design
can be downloaded to an automated CNC Carver to make the Orthoses or
prosthesis. CAD/CAM also allows the Surface patches to modify that
generated from limb to custom and analyzes for the unwanted pressures
and can avoid adverse results on the nerve system of the users. For creating
and fitting of several sockets in a matter of hours with high accuracy is
possible.
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The National Aluminum Company Limited (NALCO), Bhubaneswar has
approved the Project cost of Rs.2, 72, 65,190.00 for Installation of CAD/
CAM system in the Department of Prosthetics and Orthotics at SVNIRTAR.

The tender has been awarded to the lowest bidder for supply of the machine
and equipments.

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CHAPTER 19
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (RPWD) Act-2016

19.1 Introduction

This phenomenon of Disability (Divyang) is an indispensible part of the

human experience and cannot be separated from the social milieu where

it is produced. It cannot exist outside the periphery of social structure. Of

course conceptions regarding disability have undergone changes from time

to time, from place-to -place and from person to person. The collective

struggle of people with Disabilities and the support of non-disabled friends,

policymakers and professionals led to the passage of Persons with

Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and full

Participation) Act-in December1995. Rights of Persons with

Disabilities(RPWD- Act-2016 will replace the existing PwD Act-1995,which

was enacted 21 years back.

19.1.1 Salient features of the Act:

i. The types of Disability have been increased from existing 7 to 21 and the

central Government will have the power to add more types of Disabilities.

ii. The 21 Disabilities are :

1. Blindness

2. Low vision

3. Leprosy cured persons

4. Hearing impairment (deaf and hard of hearing)

5. Locomotors Disability

6. Dwarfism

7. Intellectual Disability

8. Mental illness

9.  Autism spectrum Disorder

10. Cerebral Palsy

11. Muscular Dystrophy

12. Chronic Neurological conditions

13. Specific Learning Disabilities
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14. Multiple Sclerosis

15. Speech and Language Disability

16. Thalassemia

17. Hemophilia

18. Sickle cell disease

19. Multiple Disabilities including deaf blindness

20. Acid Attack Victim

21. Parkinson's disease

iii. Speech and Language Disability and Specific Learning Disability have
been added for the first time. Acid Attack Victim have been included,
Dwarfism, Muscular Dystrophy have been indicated as separate class
of specified Disability. The new categories of Disabilities also included
three Blood Disorders, Thalassemia, Hemophilia and Sickle cell disease.

iv. In addition, the Government has been authorized to notify any other
category of specified Disability.

v. Responsibility has been cast upon the appropriate Governments to take
effective measures to ensure that the PwD enjoy their rights equally
with others.

vi. Additional benefits such as reservation in higher education,
Government jobs, reservation in allocation of Land, poverty alleviation
schemes etc. have been provided for persons with bench mark
Disabilities and those With high support needs.

vii. Every child with benchmark disability between the age group of 6 and
18 years shall have the right to free education.

viii. Government funded educational institutions as well as the government
recognized institutions will have to provide inclusive education to the
children with disabilities.

ix. For strengthening the Prime Minister's Accessible India Campaign,
stress has been given to ensure accessibility in public buildings (both
Government and Private) in a prescribed time-frame.

x. Reservation in vacancies in Government establishments has been
increased from 3% to 4% for certain persons or class of persons with
benchmark disability.

xi. The Bill provides for grant of guardianship by District Court under
which there will be joint decision making between the guardian and
the persons with disabilities.
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xii. Board based Central & State Advisory Boards on Disability are to be
set up to serve as apex policy making bodies at the central and state
level.

xiii. Office of Chief Commissioner of persons with Disabilities has been
strengthened who will now be assisted by 2 Commissioners and an
Advisory Committee comprising of not more than 11 members drawn
from experts in various disabilities.

xiv. Similarly, the office of State Commissioners of Disabilities has been
strengthened who will be assisted by an Advisory Committee
comprising of not more 5 members drawn from experts in various
disabilities.

xv. The Chief Commissioner for persons with Disabilities and the state
Commissioners will act as regulating bodies & Grievance Redressal
agencies and also monitor implementation of the Act

xvi. District level committees will be constituted by the State Governments
to address local concerns of PwDs details of their constitution and the
functions of such committees would be prescribed by the State
Governments in the rules.

xvii. Creation of National and State Fund will be created to provide financial
support to the persons with disabilities. The existing National fund for
persons with Disabilities and the Trust fund for Empowerment of
persons with disabilities will be subsumed with the National Fund.

xviii. The Bill provides for penalties for offences committed against persons
with disabilities and also violation of the provisions of the new law.

xix. Special Courts will be designated in each district to handle cases
concerning violation of rights of PwDs. The New Act will bring our
law in line with the United National Convention on the Rights of
persons with disabilities (UNCRPD), to which India is a signatory. This
will fulfill the obligations on the part of India in terms of UNCRD.
Further the new law will not only enhance the Rights and Entitlements

of Divyangjan but also provide effective mechanism for ensuring their

empowerment and true inclusion into the Society in a satisfactory

manner.


