SVNIRTAR AT A GLANCE

The Institute was established in 1975 as National Institute for Prosthetic and Orthotic Training (NIPOT), an
adjunct unit of Artificial Limbs Manufacturing Corporation of India (ALIMCO), Kanpur to give a thrust on
community based Rehabilitation and Human Resource Development. It was made an Autonomous
Institute under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 under the aegis of Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment in February 1984. Its name was changed from NIPOT to NIRTAR (1984) and subsequently
to SVNIRTARn (2004).

Objectives:

= Manpower Development- Long term, short term courses, training for rehabilitation personnel such as
Doctors, Engineers, Prosthetists, Orthotists, Physiotherapists, Occupational Therapists, Multipurpose

= Promotion, distribution and subsidize the manufacture of prototype designed aids and appliances
and Development of models of service delivery programmes in the field of locomotor disability.

= Research to conduct and coordinate research activities on biomedical engineering leading to the
effective evaluation of the mobility aids for the orthopedically disabled persons or suitable surgical or
medical procedures or development of new aids and appliances.

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CHAPTER 2
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (RPWD) Act-2016

2.1 Introduction

This phenomenon of Disability (Divyang) is an indispensible part of the human experience and cannot be
separated from the social milieu where it is produced. It cannot exist outside the periphery of social
structure. Of course conceptions regarding disability have undergone changes from time to time, from
place-to -place and from person to person. The collective struggle of people with Disabilities and the
support of non-disabled friends, policymakers and professionals led to the passage of Persons with
Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and full Participation) Act-in December1995.
Rights of Persons with Disabilities(RPWD- Act-2016 already replace the existing PwD Act-1995,which was
enacted 21 years back.

2.1.1 Salient features of the Act:

I The types of Disability have been increased from existing 7 to 21 and the central Government will
have the powerto add more types of Disabilities.

ii. The 21 Disabilities are:

1.Blindness

2.Lowyvision

3.Leprosy cured persons

4.Hearing impairment (deaf and hard of hearing)

5.Locomotors Disability

6.Dwarfism

7.Intellectual Disability

8.Mentalillness

9. Autism spectrum Disorder

10.Cerebral Palsy

11.Muscular Dystrophy

12.Chronic Neurological conditions

13.Specific Learning Disabilities

14.Multiple Sclerosis

15.Speech and Language Disability

16.Thalassemia

17.Hemophilia

18.Sickle cell disease

19. Multiple Disabilities including deaf blindness

20. Acid AttackVictim

21.Parkinson's disease

iii. Speech and Language Disability and Specific Learning Disability have been added for the first

time. Acid Attack Victim have been included, Dwarfism, Muscular Dystrophy have been indicated as

separate class of specified Disability. The new categories of Disabilities also included three Blood

Disorders, Thalassemia, Hemophilia and Sickle cell disease.

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iv. In addition, the Government has been authorized to notify any other category of specified
Disability.

V. Responsibility has been cast upon the appropriate Governments to take effective measures to
ensure thatthe PwD enjoy theirrights equally with others.

vi. Additional benefits such as reservation in higher education, Government jobs, reservation in

allocation of Land, poverty alleviation schemes etc. have been provided for persons with bench
mark Disabilities and those With high support needs.

vii. Every child with benchmark disability between the age group of 6 and 18 years shall have theright
tofree education.

Viii.  Government funded educational institutions as well as the government recognized institutions
will have to provide inclusive education to the children with disabilities.

Ix. For strengthening the Prime Minister's Accessible India Campaign, stress has been given to ensure
accessibility in public buildings (both Government and Private) in a prescribed time-frame.

X. Reservation in vacancies in Government establishments has been increased from 3% to 4% for

certain persons or class of persons with benchmark disability.
Xi. The Bill provides for grant of guardianship by District Court under which there will be joint
decision making between the guardian and the persons with disabilities.

Xii. Board based Central & State Advisory Boards on Disability are to be set up to serve as apex policy
making bodies at the central and state level.
xiii.  Office of Chief Commissioner of persons with Disabilities has been strengthened who will now be

assisted by 2 Commissioners and an Advisory Committee comprising of not more than 11
members drawn from expertsin various disabilities.

xiv.  Similarly, the office of State Commissioners of Disabilities has been strengthened who will be
assisted by an Advisory Committee comprising of not more 5 members drawn from experts in
variousdisabilities.

XV. The Chief Commissioner for persons with Disabilities and the state Commissioners will act as
regulating bodies & Grievance Redressal agencies and also monitorimplementation of the Act

xvi.  District level committees will be constituted by the State Governments to address local concerns
of PwDs details of their constitution and the functions of such committees would be prescribed
by the State Governmentsin therules.

xvii.  Creation of National and State Fund will be created to provide financial support to the persons
with disabilities. The existing National fund for persons with Disabilities and the Trust fund for
Empowerment of persons with disabilities will be subsumed with the National Fund.

xviii.  The Bill provides for penalties for offences committed against persons with disabilities and also
violation of the provisions of the new law.

xix.  Special Courts will be designated in each district to handle cases concerning violation of rights of
PwDs.The New Act will bring our law in line with the United National Convention on the Rights of
persons with disabilities (UNCRPD), to which India is a signatory. This will fulfill the obligations on
the part of India in terms of UNCRD. Further the new law will not only enhance the Rights and
Entitlements of Divyangjan but also provide effective mechanism for ensuring their
empowermentand trueinclusioninto the Society in a satisfactory manner.

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CHAPTER 3

ASSISTANCE TO DISABLED PERSONS (ADIP) SCHEME
Introduction
It has been the constant endeavor of the Government to provide the disabled persons with
aids/appliance, at minimum costs, which are essential for their social, economic and vocational
rehabilitation. Census, 2011 states that there are 2.68 crore Persons with Disabilities (PwDs) in the
country. In addition, about 3% of the children below 14 years of age suffer from delayed
development. Many of them are mentally retarded and cerebral palsied and require
aids/appliances to attain capacity for self-care and independent living, with the application of
modern technology. A large number of disabled persons are from the low income groups and are
deprived of the benefits of these appliances because of their inability to find funds to acquire
them and consequently of dignified independentliving.
Objectives:
The main objective of the Scheme is to assist the needy disabled persons in procuring durable,
sophisticated and scientifically manufactured, modern, standard aids and appliances to promote
physical, social, psychological rehabilitation of Persons with Disabilities by reducing the effects of
disabilities and at the same time enhance their economic potential. Assistive devices are given to
PwDs with an aim to improve theirindependent functioning, and to arrest the extent of disability
and occurrence of secondary disability. The aids and appliances supplied under the Scheme must
have due certification.The Persons with Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and
Full Participation) Act, 1995 (PwD Act) and National Trust Act, 1999.
Eligibility of the beneficiaries:
A person with disabilities fulfilling following conditions would be eligible for assistance under
ADIP Scheme.
AnIndian citizen of any age.
Holds a 40% Disablement Certificate.
Has monthlyincome from all sources not exceeding Rs. 20,000/- per month.
In case of dependents, the income of parents/guardians should not exceed Rs. 20,000/- per
month.
Who have not received assistance during the last 3 years for the same purpose from any source.
However, for children below 12 years of age, this limit would be one year.
Note: - Income certificate of beneficiaries staying in orphanages and half-way homes etc. may be
accepted on certification of District Collector or Head of the organization concerned. Such
beneficiaries will be provided aids & appliances under this Scheme by ALIMCO.
Quantum of assistance to disabled:
Foraidsandappliances costing up to Rs. 10,000/-.
Aids/appliances which do not cost more than Rs. 10,000/- are covered under the Scheme for
single disability. However, in the case of SwDs, students beyond IX class, the limit would be raised
toRs.12,000/-

The foundation stone of the building was laid by Dr. Thaawarchand Gehlot, Hon'ble Union
Minister of Social Justice & Empowerment on 23.01.2018.The foundation, 4 storeyed framework
and brick work construction of the building has been completed. Most of the plastering and tiling
at few locations have also been completed. During May 2019, the costal belt of Odisha was
severely affected by the super cyclone "FANI" during which there was huge destruction of
properties, disconnection of electricity supply for more than a month and disruption of roads and
lanes. The construction site along with labour huts & equipments were severely affected and the
work was disrupted forabout a month. After that the construction work is under progress.

Construction of Prostheticand Orthotic Workshop, Administrative Building and Auditorium:

During the visit of Parliamentary Standing Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment on
18.01.2018 has recommended to the NTPC to help the institute financially for "construction of
Prosthetic and Orthotic Workshop, Administrative Building and Auditorium" under Corporate
Social Responsibility (CSR) fund to upgrade the aforesaid infrastructure of the institute so that the
PwDs/Patients could not sufferany inconvenience.

The institute has submitted a Detailed Project Report (DPR) to the CMD, including the Cost
Estimate amounting RS.31.35crores prepared by the Executive Engineer, BCD-I, CPWD,
Bhubaneswar. In the regard, the follow-up has done through the Deputy Secretary, Lok Sabha
Secretariaton 19.03.2020 and waiting for sanction of grants under CSR funds from NTPC.
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CHAPTER-5
ABOUT THE INSTITUTE

Introduction

Disability is defined as a physical and mental impairment that can be manifested in various forms
from physical or sensory problems to cognitive and intellectual deficits. A person may suffer from
both physical and mental challenges at the same time. They may be present from birth or may be
inflicted on him/her at any stage of life due to various reasons like disease, accident, shock and
trauma or psychological issues. The WHO in its "World Report on Disability" states, "Disability is
part of the human condition. Almost everyone will be temporarily or permanently impaired at
some point in life, and those who survive to old age will experience increasing difficulties in
functioning. Most extended families have a disabled member". It is estimated that nearly 10 per
cent of the world population has some or the other form of disability. India has a significantly large
disabled population, a substantial chunk of which is hidden due to lack awareness and more
importantly the fear of social stigma and difficulties. The country??s disabled population has
increased by 22.4 per cent between 2001 and 2011 Census, which was 2.19 crore in 2001 and rose
to 2.68 crore in 2011. According to the 2011 Census, as high as 20.30 per cent of disabled suffer
from locomotors problems, followed by 18.9 per cent hearingimpaired and nearly 5.6 per cent are
mentally challenged. The disabled population is growing due to various factors including
increasing road accidents, fast paced modernization of the society, consequences of
urbanization, industrialization, environmental hazards, natural calamities and ageing population,
etc. Disability is a huge disadvantage for people who endure it. It is thus important to ensure that
they are provided equal access and opportunities as others. They should not be subjected to any
barriers such as attitudinal, environmental, etc. But across the world and, more particularly, in
India, they continue to suffer and deprived of barrier-free access even for their basic necessities.
The WHO has rightly pointed out that disability is a human rights issue. People with disabilities
experience inequalities, denied equal access to health care, employment, education, or political
participation because of their disability. People with disabilities are subject to violations of
dignity, violence, abuse, prejudice, or disrespect because of their disability. "Disability is also
developmentissue, because of its bi-directional link to poverty, disability may increase the risk of
poverty, and poverty may increase the risk of disability",a WHO report states. The disabled are not
inferior to any one and they cannot be discriminated on the basis of some physical or mental
deficiencies. It is impending on the government, administration, medical fraternity and the
society at large to work together for all-round inclusion of the disabled. While medical
interventions are needed to be galvanised to reach to every person with any form of disability,
that too in a timely manner, a greater need is to include society in disabled integration process.
The society should not look down on the disabled and work to own them. The social outlook
should be to remove all discrimination and stigma around disability and look at ways to make its
environment barrier-free and accessible for them. When barriers are removed, disabled people
canbeindependentand equalin society, with choice and control over their own lives.

5.1.2 Since last Forty five years, Swami Vivekanand National Institute of Rehabilitation Training and

Research (SVNIRTAR) has been serving the Persons with Disabilities. It is located at Olatpur in
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Cuttack District (29 kms. away from Bhubaneswar and Cuttack) of Odisha. It was established in 1975 as
National Institute for Prosthetic and Orthotic Training (NIPOT) an adjunct unit of Artificial Limbs
Manufacturing Corporation of India (ALIMCO), Kanpur. NIPOT was brought under the Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment (the erstwhile Ministry of Welfare), Govt. of India on 22nd February 1984 to
give a thrust to Community Based Rehabilitation and Human Resource Development. Since thenitis an
Autonomous Body under the administrative control of this Ministry. Its name was changed from NIPOT to
NIRTAR in 1984 and subsequently to SVNIRTAR in the year 2004. It is one of the premier Institutes in the
Country for providing comprehensive rehabilitation services to the Persons with Locomotor Disabilities.

CHILDRENWITH EQUINUS GAIT.

Outcome: After 4 week of intervention, overall result of the study showed that the experimental
group treated by myofascial release of calf muscle showed significant improvement in passive
and active dorsiflexion range of motion of ankle joint along with increase area of foot contact
during stance phase of gait cycle, whereas the control group treated by stretching had shown no
significant improvement. The improvement in experimental group was significantly more than
control.

2. COMPARISION BETWEEN BWSTT VERSUS CONVENTIONAL GAIT TRAING TO IMPROVE
FUNCTIONAL INDEPENDENCY IN POST STROKE PATIENTS.

Outcome: : The Experimental and Control group showed differences in Fugl Meyer UE test score
between before and after the intervention.

TREATMENT OF TRIGGER POINTS IN UPPERTRAPEZIUS MUSCLES IN STUDENT POPULATION.

Outcome: The intervention of myofascial release, trigger point pressure release and passive
stretching of trapezius muscle has led to decrease in pressure pain threshold F (116.991),df (1), p=
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0.000 and increase in cervical range of motion F (14.802), df (1), p = 0.000 and decrease in Neck
Disability Index scores F (54.938), df (2), p = 0.000 in 4 weeks in subjects with latent trigger points
and postural neck pain.

5. EFFECT OF BREATH & BODY PROGRAM ON RESPIRATORY & PSYCHOLOGICAL FUNCTIONS IN

PATIENTS WITH STROKE.

Outcome: After 6 week of intervention, overall result of the study showed that the experimental
group showed significant improvement in DASS and lung volume and capacities (P=.035).
Whereas the control group had shown improvement but that was not significant (P=.096).

6. TO STUDY THE EFFECTS OF LEVATOR SCAPULAE STRETCHING ON NEUROPATHIC PAIN IN SPINAL
CORD DISEASES- AN INNOVATIVE APPROACH.

Outcome: The study performed on 30 subjects including 27,males and 3,females .the age of the
subjects ranged from 20-60yrs with an average mean of 34.53 yrs. Out of which 3,spinal cord
tumors 1, T.B spine 26, spinal cord injury (SCI) were included. Comparison between pre VAS and
post VAS1 there was significant reduction in the severity of pain as measured by VAS with pre-VAS
score before treatment mean 7.23 in both right and left lower limbs ,while after 4 weeks of
stretching program the post VAS1 scored 1.83 in average for both limbs with p value <0.05. From
the above findings it is evident that the following manual stretching session of levator scapulae
muscle is most effective means of reducing neuropathic pain in SCl patients.

7. EXTRACORPOREAL SHOCKWAVETHERAPY AS ATREATMENT FORHETEROTOPIC OSSIFICATION.

Outcome: Application of high-energy ESWT was associated with significant improvement in hip
ROM in all the planes. Even there was a significant improvement in elbow and forearm
movements.(p < 0.005) and significant reduction of pain was also recorded in TBl and Stroke cases
(p<0.005);In32% of cases reduction of density of HO in X-ray was observed.

EFFECTS OF VIRTUAL REALITY ON UPPER LIMB FUNCTION IN CHILDREN WITH HEMIPLEGIC
CEREBRAL PALSY.

URINARY INCONTINENCE - ACOMPARATIVE STUDY.

Outcome:In this clinical trial there were no significant difference observed between the groupsin
the improvement of functional recovery of hand in stroke survivors. There are few limitations in
this study such as -Sample size was small, follow up was not conducted, the assessment in the
home & work environment was not done, home exercise program was not closely supervised.
Treatment environment could not be controlled as it was the common treatment area. It is also
recommended similar study can be done by taking Stroke with similar pattern of paralysis.

THE EFFECT OF CONTINUOUS PASSIVE MOTION (CPM) VERSUS STATIC PROGRESSIVE SPLINT IN
POSTFRACTURE STIFFNESS OF ELBOW IN IMPROVING THE UPPER LIMB FUNCTION.

Outcome: From the result of the study it is found that there is significant differences within the
group after taking the intervention of CPM & static progressive splint but there is no significant
difference between the groups so that the null hypothesis is accepted and the experimental
hypothesis is rejected. It can be concluded from the present study there is no significant
difference in management of elbow stiffness following intervention CPM & static progressive
splinting group. Some limitations of the study such as Sample size was small, late reporting &
delayed rehabilitation management, less availability of patients for acute management using
experimental modality. Further research can be done to find out immediate effect of CPM after
internal fixation & after non-operative plaster cast removal (48hrs), study can also be done to find
out the effect of CPM as early modalities and followed by static progressive splint on a single
group. One control group for traditional therapy and one experimental group using CPM can be
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doneto know the difference between CPM & non-CPM group.

EVALUATION OF THE POST STROKE CHECKLIST: AQUALITATIVESTUD

Outcome: The findings suggest that the post stroke checklist is a feasible and useful measure for
identifying long term stroke care needs in a clinical practice setting. The item were generally well
understood and considered relevant to stroke survivors, indicating the post stroke checklist is a
feasible, useful & relevant measure of post stroke care. Psychometric properties like content
validity & construct validity have not been established. Qualitative feedback was obtained in
Odisha only, hence can't be generalized. Data regarding the stroke severity and lesion volume
was not collected. It can only provide recommendation of treatment or further care, it is not
capable of enforcing follow-up care. Further research can be done on larger sample size & with
increased age range. To maintain uniformity other professionals delivering survivors may be
included.

4. A STUDY TO FIND OUT THE EFFECT OF TOILET TRAINING EDUCATION PROGRAM FOR CHILDREN
WITH CEREBRAL PALSY TO THE MOTHER ON MOTHER'S SATISFACTION ON TOILET TRAINING OF

Outcome: Based on the feedbacks received from mothers it was found that all necessary
information regarding toileting procedure was quite difficult to remember. They suggested that
the duration of the training should be more. Information transfused through physical
demonstration was very much effective, but supplement them in form of booklet would be very
much useful. Time is the major constraint while handling huge number of patients. Lack of proper
scale to evaluate mothers' satisfaction whose children were known case of CP had its impact on
the evaluation. A co-relational study done to find out the level of satisfaction of mother having
children with CP by considering mother's age, educational level as well as the type of CP children
&theirevaluation in order to derive certain conclusion. Specific scale can be developed for better
outcome.

A STUDY TO FIND OUT THE EFFECT OF ARM MOVEMENT THROUGH SENSORY BASED GAME ON
IMPROVING POSTURAL CONTROL IN SPASTIC DIPLEGIC CEREBRAL PALSY.

Outcome: From the statistical results of this study, it is seen that the subjects with spastic diplegic
cerebral palsy improved in their GMFM and TCMS score on both the groups. However, the subjects
in the experimental group have shown better effect than control group. Therefore, null
hypothesis is rejected and experimental hypothesis is accepted. It can be concluded that
conventional occupational therapy can include sensory based game which enhance active
participation of the children and ultimately increase motor control leads to postural control.
Future study can be undertaken taking a larger sample size to examine the effects on a large

Study can
be done find out by comparing the effect of sensory reeducation in male & female stroke clients.

Outcome: In this clinical trial, our findings suggest significant improvement in balance in sub
acute stroke patients when given motor imagery training along with proprioceptive training,
conventional therapy & proprioceptive training alone. On the basis of current result, it was also
concluded that, the motor imagery training along with proprioceptive training group showed
noticeable better effect on balance than those of other two groups. Randomization should be
donetoimprove reliability of the study. Long term effect of the protocol could not be observed.

A STUDY TO FIND OUT THE CORRELATION BETWEEN PRAXIS PATTERNS AND SOCIAL
PARTICIPATION AMONG CHILDRENWITH AUTISM SPECTRUM DISORDER.

Outcome: Empirical findings of this study conform that the social participation is correlated most
strongly to postural praxis, praxis in verbal command, constructional praxis and oral praxis.

The present study also supports the existing view that children with ASD manifests impaired
praxis skills and social participation skills. In conclusion, despite of some methodological
limitation this study provides valuable insight into the correlation between praxis skills and social
participation in children with ASD and offers a potential avenue for future research. Future
research should focus on the relationship between sensory preference, praxis skills and social
participation.

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function between the functional electrical stimulation alone and functional electrical stimulation
with wrist-hand Orthosis. Follow up study can be done to check the long term effects.

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CHAPTER 12
DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL WORK

Introduction

Social work is an Academic discipline and Profession that concerns itself with human resource
development as well as with individuals, families, groups, and communities in an effort to
enhance social functioning and overall well being. Social work builds its identity on dealing with
social problems. Professional Social work is a systematic method of providing the support and /or
rehabilitation of economically dependent and the vulnerable groups e.g., the handicapped, the
sick, women, the unemployed, the aged, the mentally ill, widows, the dependent children and
persons belongs to socially and economically backward classes i.e. scheduled caste and
scheduled tribe etc., by applying professional skills, methods, principle and techniques.

The concept of Social Work emerged during Il World War and recognized as a profession. Social
work as a professional service under governmental and non- governmental auspices, potentially
available to every member of the community irrespective of his means, to assist him/her in
achieving his full potentialities for productive and satisfying living.

In recognizing the need and importance of Social work intervention in rehabilitation of Persons
with Disabilities of changed scenario, the Department of Social Work was created in the year 2012
to cater multifarious services independently. Previously the academic activities of social work
discipline and socio- economic rehabilitation services to PwDs was carried out under physical
medicine and rehabilitation department since 1989.

The Social Work department aims at best practices in Human Resource development Teaching,
Training, Research activities, Publication in the field of Social work and Vocational Rehabilitation,
and in Rehabilitation services of PwDs through Education, Skill training, Job placement, Self-
Employment, Entrepreneurship development and Extension services, for enhancing their
livelihood earnings blended with aright based approach.

In response
to the proposal of the department MoSJ&E, Government of India approved and sanctioned
Rs.19,58.880/- as 1st installment under National Action Plan under SIPDA against total amount of
Rs.2,66,59,580/-.

* AtVocationalTraining Centre, SVNIRTAR Vocational Training Centre (VTC), Department of
Social Work is functioning to impart Skill Development Trainings to the Persons with
Disabilities from different corner of Odisha in different trades. Presently skill training
programmes in "Appliqué & Embroidery work", "Screen Printing", "Phenyl, Blue, Liquid Dish
Wash and Candle making" are being imparted to the PwDs from one month to three months
duration.The Centre helps the PwDs to acquire Vocational skillsand Technical knowledge so as
to make them skilled and enable them to earn their livelihood. 65 numbers of PwDs from 17
districts of Odisha and from other two States West Bengal & Andhra Pradesh have been
imparted skill trainings in different trades. And skill training in many new trades including
Mobile Repairing, Asst. Beauty Therapist, House Keeping Attendant, LED Bulb Repairing are
likely to become operational shortly under SIPDA Scheme for which grant of Rs.19,58,880/-
has been sanctionedin 1stinstallment by the Ministry under SIPDA.

In 2019-20 year 08 numbers of the SC & ST Skilled persons were
distributed Motorized Sewing Machines and Screen Printing kits who have trained with other
caste General, OBC & SEBC PwDs in different vocational trainings like IT, Computer, Screen
Printing, Applique & Embroidery work, Candle making, Liquid Dish Wash, Alata, Phenyl and Paper
Plate making etc, were being distributed self employment kits such as - Laptop, Motorized
Sewing Machine with Leg operated and Hand operated facility, Screen Printing Kit, at
Department of Social work, SVNIRTAR.

13.3 ServiceActivities:

Hearing evaluation of hearing Divyangjansis being carried out at the Department and at Divyang
identification camps. Hearing aids are provided to the hearing Divyangjans after assessment.The
hearing Divyangjans are provided counseling for proper utilization, care and maintenance of the
hearing aids.

The assessment of speech and language is being carried out for Divyangjans with and without
locomotor disabilities such as Cerebral Palsy, Traumatic Brain Injury, Hearing Impaired,
Hemiplegic, ADHD, Autistic, Cleft lip and palate, stammering, misarticulation and delayed
developmental milestones. Therapeutic services are provided based on assessment at the
Department. Divyangjans having problem in swallowing and voice production are also being
provided therapy after assessment at the department. Parents of cerebral palsied children are also
provided training for feeding problems. Speech and hearing services in far-flung areas are also
provided by organizing camps through the outreach and extension services of the institute.

EXTENSION SERVICES
Introduction:

The Persons with Disabilities from rural, tribal and other interior areas come across lot of
difficulties in obtaining rehabilitation services. In order to overcome these difficulties, the
Institute has four Sub-Centers at Bhubaneswar, Cuttack, Dhenkanal and Nuapada (Nuapada
centre started functioning from April 2019) in Odisha to provide Rehabilitation Services in the
rural/tribal areas and conducts rehabilitation camps at various states to provide rehabilitation
aids and appliances at the door step of the Persons with Disabilities. The staffs of various
Departments are deputed for providing extension and outreach services.

SVNIRTAR Sub-Centers:

Institute continued to provide rehabilitation services ,(Physiotherapy & Occupational Therapy
and prosthetic and orthotic) through its four Sub-centers at Dhenkanal, Cuttack, Bhubaneswar
and Nuapada. Dr.Maheswar Das, Consultant is in-charge of OPD at Dhenkanal Sub-Center and
other rehabilitation professional are working in the all four centers for the rehabilitation of the
patients.
